* Previously diagnosed dementia; vascular cognitive impairment not associated with a condition other than dementia that may
affect cognition

* Acute stroke event within 6 months
* Previously diagnosed hereditary or inflammatory small vessel disease
* Presence of congenital mental retardation and severe neurological or psychiatric disorders

« llliteracy or severe visual or hearing impairment, severe aphasia, and other factors that may preclude cooperation with
neuropsychological evaluation
